Though most mature believers and
ministers spend regular time in prayer and bible reading each day, most would also say
that often that essential work grows stale or becomes just another habit. This workshop
will ground our present devotional life in the power of Christ so that these tools become
effective to produce power and joy for ministry.

Coaching: GROWLIFE Fundamentals (continues Thu)

Want to empower others to focus on their goals, work smart, and pursue their calling? Use
GROWLIFE coaching. Learn about, experience, and use the GROW process (Goal, Reality,
Options, Will do) and LIFE skills (Listening, Inquiring, Focusing, Encouraging)—all in the
context of Christian beliefs about empowering others. At the end of this workshop, you'll
give and receive coaching! Sessions will be led by Michael Essenburg a certified coach and
Takeshi Takezawa who coaches and trains Japanese Christian leaders.

Networking: How to Start & Strengthen New Church Networks (Bilingual) (continues
Thu)

This Core Training will answer key basic questions regarding using church planting
networks to accelerate church planting multiplication. Questions to be covered are: What
is a Network? Why is a Network Important? What are the components in a Network? What
are the dynamics in a Network? Who is in a Network? How does the Network function?
What is done in a network group meeting? What is taught in Network meetings? How do
you establish a new Network? How do you develop and multiply a Network? The sessions
will be led by Pastor Jiro Chida of the Keisen Network and Dr. Steve Childers of Global
Church Advancement.

Leading: Lay Mobilization for Kingdom Impact (bilingual) (continues Thu)

Developing, empowering and releasing lay members of the congregation is a key to
healthy church ministry and multiplication. This seminar will give pastors, church planters
and leaders the motivation and a variety of practical tools for training laypersons in
essential ministries in the local church. The four sessions include: Motivation and
Conditions for Lay Mobilization: Getting to First Base, Methods for Lay Equipping: Enlarging
your Equipping Toolbox, Mentoring and Coaching: Personal Touch for Maximum Depth,
Crafting an Equipping Plan: Mapping the Big Picture. Trainer: Dr. Craig Ott is associate
professor of mission and intercultural Studies at Trinity Evangelical Divinity School,
Deerfield, USA. He previously served 21 years in Germany and Europe as a church planter,
theological educator, and mission consultant. He is author of Das Trainingsprogramm fur
Mitarbeiter (Training for Lay Ministry).

Communicating: Gospel-centered Bible Study and Communication for Preachers,
Teachers and Workers. (bilingual) (continues Thu)

This core-training seminar is for anyone who studies or shares the Scripture. Participants
should expect to be challenged to see and share the Christ-centered focus of all of
Scripture. This seminar will involve Bible study, personal examples, illustrations and
interactive exercises to develop core convictions and practical skills for gospel-centered life
and ministry. The Reverend Larry T. Kirk. He planted Christ Community Church in Daytona
Beach Florida (Evangelical Free Church of America), has taught preaching courses at
Reformed Theological Seminary's Orlando campus. As a church-planting trainer for Global
Church Advancement he leads workshops on preaching for national and international
church planting conferences. Laurence Hiebert a veteran Japan church planting missionary
will also be participating in this Core Training.

Focusing — Vision, Values, Philosophy, Strategy (continues Thu)
This Core Training is on focusing your vision for effective ministry. Individual sessions
will include sessions on discovering God’s vision, determining core values, investigating
various church models (standard, cell, and house), and establishing a correct strategy
for your particular ministry. Sessions include:

#1. Making Vision a Reality: Participants will reflect on God’s vision for their life and
ministry through the study of Scripture, through some exercises dream and envision
their life and ministry, and understand and challenge some of the things that fight
against faith and vision for our lives and ministries.

11. Witnessing: Effective Evangelism in Difficult Japan

Today we see many churches in Japan reaching and baptizing more people and growing
like we have never seen in Japan. And, in the same city, with the same Bible and Holy
Spirit, we see many churches NOT reaching people, not baptizing people, not
growing. 65% of our protestant churches in Japan had no baptisms last year.

YET, Jesus promises that MANY will come to the great feast from the EAST as
well as the west (Matt 8:11). He promises a multitude too big to count (Rev 7:9). 1
believe this. And though we may not yet see revival here in Japan, we do see the wind
blowing. We see many people hungry and thirsty like never before. We do see people
coming to Christ in many churches like never before. Of course, gifts of the
pastor/church planter, experience, our machi, etc, all under God's sovereign rule affect
the effectiveness of our evangelism. But, we can all learn and grow as personal
evangelists, and as leaders in helping our churches reach people and make disciples
that in turn make disciples. It IS happening in Japan. May it happen more! May God
use this CPI conference and this track to that end.



This track will be practical training in: making increasing numbers of contacts
for the gospel, developing a warm church community in which non Christians come to
faith, sharing the gospel content personally, in small groups, in our worship, events,
etc, helping mobilize our members to participate in leading people to Christ, tackling
the many difficult problems that make evangelism difficult in Japan, There will be small
group time for sharing ideas and applications with each other.

Ten-Gai-Nai Training (Grass-roots Discipleship Development Program) 1st Story
(continues Thu)
This training introduces 4 skills for new believers which can be implemented from the very
day that they believe: how to do a devotion, accountability group, personal evangelism
and interactive Bible study. The first session show a simple theology using several Chinese
characters like I ('ten' - heaven), O (‘gai' - outward), O ('nai' - inward) and
('hito' - person) for the three types of love relationships we are to live by. Participants
will learn how to train new believers to be able to explain this on their own. This simple
theology is the foundation for the skill training in the four subsequent sessions. Through
the daily practice of these skills, new believers will be expected to repeatedly rehearse this
theology so that they may be able to understand it holistically. The aim of the first story of
this training is to have new believers take part in actual evangelism and discipleship
training immediately after they themselves have become Christians. This track will include
a practicum the CPI conference, an evangelistic field trip to Moto-Hakone, where
participants will engage in personal evangelism with non-believers using the simple
theology and tools learned in this training.
